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Dong Jak District is adjacent to the south of Han River that flows through the center of Seoul. Since the early days,
transportation system and the commerce expanded rapidly centering Noddle Naru(Ferry). Dong Jak District belonged
to Sangbuk-myeon and Habuk-myeon, Gwacheon-gun, Habuk-myeon, Dong-myeon, Siheung-gun, Gyeonggi-do in
the Joseon Period, but on April 1, 1936, it became part of Gyeongseong-bu(Seoul) and Yeongdeung-po branch
office was established. Later on, the name was changed to Yeongdeungpo-gu, Seoul on October 18, 1946.

As Yeongdeungpo-gu divided on July 1, 1973, Gwanak-gu was established. Then on April 1, 1980, Gwanak-gu
separated again forming Dong Jak District, which was composed of 18 Dongs. It became a self-governing ward on
May 1st, 1988 and as a result of that, new Dongs like Sangdo 5-dong and Sadang 5-Dong were added to Dong Jak
District on July 1, 1992. From February 1, 2008, Heuksuk 1,2,3-Dong merged and is called Heuksuk Dong, Sangdo
1,5-Dong combined into Sangdo 1-Dong, and on September 1, 2008, Noryangjin 1-Dong and Bon Dong became
Noryangjin 1-Dong, then Dong Jak Dong and Sadang 2-Dong merged as Sadang 2-Dong. Now, it has 15 Dongs
with 16.35kir of area and over 410,000 people. Recently Dong Jak District enjoys increasing prosperity as time goes
on through balanced development of the whole ward including the expansion of urban base facilities and
improvement of living environment.
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Since early times, Dong Jak District was an important
place of transportation that links two areas of Gangnam
and Gangbuk across the Han River, and a starting point of
the Gyeongin(Seoul-Incheon)Line, the first railway in
Korea. Now it fulfils its function with some bridges such as
Hangang Bridge, the first footbridge in Korea, Olympic-
daero(highway), Noryang Bridge and Dong Jak Bridge.
Lately Dong Jak District is easier to reach than before
thanks to street widening and opening as well as the
extension of Gwanak-ro(road), and it is growing to be a
geographical stronghold that connects Seoul to all
directions on account of the completed No.7 subway line.
Dong Jak District is improving the six district-centered city
plan containing Sadang, Isu, Noryangjin, Sangdo, Daerim
and Sindaebang for local development with self-sufficient
function aiming at the construction of urban base facilities
with harmonized development and environment in all of its
aspects. It also activates house redevelopment and
reconstruction projects to make comfortable living
environment and concentrates its efforts on the
improvement of the whole city function through the
systematization of street management, expansion of road
networks and development of parks as resting places for
residents.

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History of the Dong Jak District Council
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As the law for the overall enforcement of local autonomy
was revised and promulgated on December 31, 1990,
Dong Jak District had a local council as fundamental self-
governing body. The first Dong Jak District Council
composed of 29 members directly elected by the residents
on March 26, 1991 was opened on April 15 in the same
year and had been active for administration through regular
meeting, temporary meeting and special committee until its
term expired on June 30, 1995. The second district council
composed of 30 members was elected on June 27, 1995
and opened on July 1 in the same year. The council
contributed greatly to local development and improvement
of welfare service by performing its duties as a spokesman
of residents both nominally and virtually through regular,
temporary meeting and special committee. The third Dong
Jak District Council was selected on June 4, 1998, fourth
Council on June 13, 2002 and fifth on May 31, 2006
through the nationwide local election, and the assembly
consists of 17 members who were nominated from the
palitical party for the first time.
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- The member of the district council is a representative of residents elected from popular, equal, direct
and secret election. Dong Jak District Council consists of 17 members.

Functions of the Dong Jak District Council
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Dong Jak District Council may choose a period of no more than 7 days during regular meetings every year. The
Council may expose false parts and demand correction for administration to be performed effectively by fully
understanding the present status of the whole administrative affairs, also acquiring necessary data for
administrative activities and inspection of the budget. The council also could let special committee or appropriate
standing committee investigate the fact on specific case at the proposal under the signature of more than 1/3 of
registered members, and may demand correction about false parts and consider a counterplan. Moreover, the
council could check on the actual location or ask for the presentation of documents if necessary for inspection and
investigation on administrative affairs, and could summon the ward chief, government official or the personnel
co cerned and make them give testimony of judicial oath as a witness or ask for the statement of reference The
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Petition is the system that residents could submit the terms desired or reform plans about administration in
written statement. Residents may present a petition on the following cases.

- Relief of damage

- Demand for correction of absurdities by government official and disciplinary action or penalty to the
government official

- Establishment, revision or abrogation of law, order and rule

« Management of public system or facilities

- Other matters within the rights of public agency

Meanwhile, the petition associated with interference in the trial, desecration of the state body and violation of the
law could not be accepted.

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The local council with the position of representative body, deliberative organ, legislative organ and guard
body holds the meeting by dividing into regular meeting and temporary meeting.

Regular session is held by first and second session every year, extra session can be held within and for less
than 15 days upon the request from head of the office or one third of the members or more. The total number
of days for annual session cannot exceed 90 days including regular and extra session.

The district council is being operated by the activities of plenary session, standing committee and special
committee.
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The plenary session consists of all members of the district council. When it is said that the district council
generally handles decision, appointment and determination as the stage of final decision, it represents the
plenary session.

» Motion for amendment : by more than 1/3 of registered council members

« Decision : by majority attendance of registered members and majority approval of attendants unless there
is a special provision.

» Opening to the public : The council of the assembly will be open to the public (In case two thirds of the
attendants agree or the chairman admits it to be required for peace and order of the society, it may not
be open to the public.)

« Principle of session continuity : The bill turned in toward the council will not be abrogated due to
unresolved case during a session. This case does not apply if the term of the members are expired.

« Principle of not taking up the bill voted during the same session : The bill rejected in the council shall not
be proposed or turned back during the same session.
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Standing committee is a council composed of a small number of council members with expert knowledge in
the relevant area. Their purpose is to handle bills effectively in specialized field for local administration that has
complicated and special character.

- Dong Jak District Council administers three standing committees; Council Steering Committee,
Administrative & Finance Committee and Welfare & Construction Committee.
